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 Ten years (1O years) ago, I helped build an educational evangelistic center in Barahona, Dominica Re-
public  I was a volunteer with a volunteer group from Lincoln, Nebraska.  While we were there we stayed in a 
nice motel a block from the ocean .                  
 Each day I noticed a young native girl scrubbing the halls and slowly, with my limited Spanish began to 
speak with her.   I leaned she had 4 small children from ages 8 to 15 and was supporting them on $35 per 
month by working long hard hours.    My sympathy went out to her, especially when I learned she lived with 
her mother in one small room behind her grandmothers house.  It contained one king size bed for all 6 of 
them to sleep.  There was no room for anything else in that small room.          
 Since that time my wife Yvonne and I have helped them as we were able.  This year I unexpectedly  re-
ceived a small inheritance from an uncle, and at this time in our lives we donõt have any great needs so we de-
cided to buy a house for them.                  
 They have been living in all kinds of undesirable and unlivable houses with leaky roofs.  I had also been 
praying all these years for a Christian husband with an income to support them.  Luisa Sanchez had not dated 
anyone for over 15 years since her  husband had beaten her so bad that she was in the hospital.  She stated that 
all the men in the Dominica Republic treated their women that way so she didnõt want a repeat experience.  
  I began looking for an interpreter to go with me to buy and fix up an old house for them.  I also had 
in mind that it just might be possible that that person could be a friend for Luisa.  I was able to persuade one 
of the Maranatha men that I have worked with on two jobs to go with me.  We  went in July to build a church 
in Santo Domingo first, then continued on to Barahona.             
  We stayed in Luisaõs step-fathers house.  It was a 2 bedroom house with 12 people including us and 
her father and 4 divorced stop brothers.  The four step-brothers had been a problem to her and her daughters.  
 Luisa and my interpreter, Marcello, had been informed by me before we went that I was bringing them 
together to get married. Of course they laughed at that.  The first few days, when I asked each how they felt 
about the other, there was a kind of disinterested answer.   I persuaded them to go on a date in our rented car.  
They said they went to the airport, parked by the ocean, and talked all night long.  After that it was quite evi-
dent they liked each other and it was more date and mucho amor.  After two weeks they came to me and said 
òWe want to get marriedó.  WOW.  That was fast, but then they only had two weeks before our departure 
date.                        
 It was not possible for her to get a passport or marriage license to  a non-native that soon.  As I thought 
about their situation, I remembered others I have known in similar situations, those couples had gone 
through the religious ceremony first, then received the legal papers for a civil ceremony.   Many would not 
approve of this, but I suggested that since I had Missionary.  y credentials from a job I had with the SDA 
Church, I could perform the wedding for them.  So we had a nice garden ceremony in her motherõs front yard 
with simple balloons on an arch by the house for decorations, tables and chairs set up for about 25 friends and 
family.  Luisa carried 2 red roses.                 
 After that, when I wanted to talk to one of them about the house we were remodeling, they were so in 
love and paying attention to no one else that I could hardly get my message across to them.  The house is a 
nice three (3) bedrooms with a living-dining area and large kitchen and two baths.  It was just a concrete 
block shell with a tin roof when we started.  In two weeks with some hired help, it was stuccoed, plastered, 
with a tin roof tank to provide water when the water was off about 16 hours per day.  Aland night.  so one of 
the many things Marcello purchased for the house was a battery/converter system to provide 120V for lights 
and fans when the electricity was off much of the day.            
 The average temperature is 90-95 year round with high humidity, so fans are important.  I won't say what 
the total cost was, but it was less than the down payment for some I have bought in the U.S. There are also 
about two acres of land back of the house with mango, coconut, bananas, plantains, guava and other tropical 
trees with room for a garden too.                  
 Marcello came back with me to finish up some things here in the U.S.  He has gone back there now.   Iõm 
betting this will be one of the happiest Christmases for that family in many years to come.  I was so happy to 
be a small part of Godõs miraculous answer to a ten year prayer.

 I remember meeting HIM as clearly today as if it were yesterday.  It was before I started kindergarten at four years of age, 

so I guess HE came to me at about three and a half.  Was it a vision or a dream?  I canõt be sure, I was so young.  I was standing in 

front of an old adobe building with several other children behind me.  I believe I was the youngest of the group.  Jesus suddenly 

appeared before us and began speaking.  HIS hair was white and not long as in so many paintings I have seen.  I knew HIM im-

mediately although I had not been taught about HIM nor had I ever attended church to my knowledge.      

 I felt no fear as HE said,  òI want you to share my jewelsó.  Then HE gave me a great card of jewels on black velvet that 
stretched from one arm to the other and HE said, òI am giving you the power of flightó.  I took the jewels and flew up to three 

story building with great big windows in the front and flew into one of the windows.  After sharing the jewels I flew back down 

to where Jesus was.  That was  the end of the dream.  Since my knowledge of godly things was limited to this experience, I had 

no idea what it all meant, but it stayed in my heart and mind for all this  time.           

 My sister, Barbara was seven years older than me and began to take my other siblings  and me to the Methodist Church 

soon after that.  I know we were òbaptizedó into the church as a group because there are pictures to show our family, as neither 

of my parents attended church.  After that I began to look at the pictures I found in my motherõs Bible which she always kept on 
the coffee table as a sort of decoration.   I learned some of the Bible stories from those pictures, but I only remember the I stories 

about a fiery horse from the Methodist Church.  I now wonder why they would have begun telling children a story from Reve-

lation which would be way beyond their understanding at cradle roll age or kindergarten.  Oh, yes. There was a little girl there 

who had the prettiest red jumper with a white blouse and I wished I could have one like hers.  I never did though.     

 We moved to Broken Bow, NE after kindergarten, and I began to find Bible schools to attend in the summers which I en-

joyed very much.  None of my family ever attended with me so I felt very much alone and different, like I didnõt belong any-

where.  In fifth grade I began to have another dream regularly.  It as strange because I still had the power of flight and there was 
a giant chasing me.  I would fly as high as I could but he kept hacking at my feet with a sword and I  couldnõt get high enough to 

get away.  Soon I would see a lake and thought if I flew over the lake he couldnõt get me, but somehow he was able to almost 

keep up.  I flew down the street to  what looked like a white castle and flew into the castle.  Down the hall were three doors.  I 

tried to open the one on the right but it didnõt open.  I tried to open the one in the middle and it wouldnõt open, but  when I tried 

to open  the one on the left it opened and I flew up some stairs and out a jagged ledge.  In the distance I saw several people in 

long black robes with black hoods and they seemed to be chasing me too.  That was the end of the dream each time.  This one 

continued until I reached the age of 16 years of age.                
 I met some Air  Force boys in ninth grade and they took me to a Baptist revival meeting.  From that time on I attended that 

church in Moses Lake, WA, until I graduated from high school.  My mother died that year and I began to live with my sister, 

who had married a policeman.  We lived in the house my parents had been living in before her death.  My father left us and 

married again a year later.  I began to share my faith with my friends in school and from that day on.       

 One night I was babysitting next door to my house and after putting the children to bed I fell asleep on the couch.   About 

one thirty in the morning I was awakened by a knock on the front door next to the couch.  Without thinking, because I was a bit 

groggy, I opened the door.  There was a huge black man standing there who filled the doorway, and I was filled with fear.  I 

started screaming and he put his hand over my mouth, then forced me down to the couch.  I began to talk to him about Jesus 

and told him God would not allow him to harm me.  I was shaking inside and out so hard that he let me stand up in front of the 

heater by the front door.  As I pleaded with him, he let me walk to the kitchen  and I stood there between the two rooms with 

him by my side.  He told me to go back to the couch but I said òover my dead bodyó.  He then said, òThatõs alright,  go get the 

knife, youõll still be warm for twenty minutesó.                 

 I looked down and closed my eyes and prayed, òPlease Dear God, donõt let him do this.ó  Immediately I stopped shaking 

and he began to walk towards the living room.  I wheeled around and ran out the kitchen door.  I ran like the wind, feeling like I 

had wings.  I donõt know why I didnõt run home.  I ran down the street until I came to a two story white house on the right side of 

the street.   I opened the door and there were stairs going down.  At the bottom were three doors, I tried the one on the right and 

it was locked.  I tried the one at the end and it was locked.  I tried the one on the left and it opened.  There were two couples 

there and I scared them terribly.  When I told them what happened, the young men went to check the house.  They found that 

the family had returned and the children were safe.  The giant black man had gone away.

All 18 will be distributed in Tucson to domestic vio-
lated ladies and children.
